Housebreakings  as  a  whole  for  the 
month  of  May  are  slightly  up,  with 
Vermont  and  Sandbaai  seeing  the 
largest  increases,  although 
housebreakings  are  scattered  across  all
areas  and  Zwelihle  also  remains  a 
hotspot.
    This  is  according  to  the  latest 
report  issued  by  the  Hermanus 
Community  Police  Forum  (CPF). 
There  are  73  parolees  in  the 
Hermanus  area  at  the  moment,  with 
51  residing  in  Zwelihle  and  22  in 
Mount  Pleasant.  Hermanus  SAPS  are 
monitoring  them  on  a  daily  basis;  the 
shifts  visit  parolees  to  ensure  they  are 
complying  with  their  parole  conditions. 
Every  Tuesday  the  relief  commanders 
report  on  their  findings  for  the  week, 
and  non­compliance  is  consolidated 
and  reported  to  the  Department  of 
Correctional  Services.  Once  parolees 

are  found  to  have  transgressed  three 
times  they  are  re­arrested  and 
returned  to  serve  the  remainder  of 
their  sentence  in  prison. 
    According  to  Mervyn  Milner, 
chairperson  of  the  CPF,  SAPS  have 
also  instituted  a  new  system  for 
monitoring  their  members,  as  per  a 
new  instruction  from  Province.  This 
entails  members  being  given  monthly 
targets  to  achieve,  and  each  and 
every  individual  has  a  monthly  session 
to  report  back  on  their  achievement 
and  account  for  non­achievement,  if 
that  is  the  case.  This  serves  the 
purpose  of  making  members 
accountable  for  their  individual 
achievement.
    SAPS  have  had  a  good  month  in 
May  with  over  15  arrests  being  made 
regarding  housebreakings.  “They  are 
also  targeting  the  people  who  buy 
stolen  goods,  where  previously  these 
people  were  only  called  in  as 
witnesses,  they  are  now  being  charged 
themselves  for  receiving  or  buying 
stolen  goods  or  being  in  possession  of 

stolen  goods.
    “SAPS  also  inspect  second  hand 
shops  to  ensure  that  proper  records 
are  maintained,  that  copies  of  ID 
documents  of  sellers  are  kept,  and 
that  shop  registrations  are  correct. 
Contact  crimes  continue  to  increase 
and  it  remains  an  area  of  concern  to 
the  Station  Commander,  Col  Nosilela. 
    The  hotspots  are  Zwelihle,  Hawston 
and  Mount  Pleasant,  where  contact 
crimes  are  prevalent  over  weekends 
mainly.  SAPS  monitor  shebeens  and 
known  drug  houses  in  an  attempt  to 
bring  this  problem  under  control,” 
Milner  said.

Nutsman skuldig aan huisbraak
’n Inwoner van Kleinmond wat 
nutswerk doen, sal eersdaags gevonnis 
word nadat hy skuldig bevind is aan 
huisbraak en diefstal.

Donovan Poole (48) is op 27 April in
hegtenis geneem in verband met die 
diefstal op 25 April waartydens 
verskeie huishoudelike ware soos ’n 
dekodeerder, televisie en visstokke 
gesteel is.

Van die goedere wat na bewering 
tydens die inbraak by Boekenhout-
straat, Kleinmond, gesteel is, is na 
bewering in sy besit gevind.

Volgens die Kleinmond-polisie se 
woordvoerder, adjudant-offisier Martin 
Mostert, is ’n televisie wat in die 
voorval gesteel is, in Hawston gevind. 
Poole het glo aan die polisie uitgewys 
waar van die gesteelde goedere is.

Daar word vermoed dat Poole, die 
seun van ’n vrou wat ’n huis-
verhuringsmaatskappy op Kleinmond 
besit, die huis se sleutels in die hande 
gekry en daarmee toegang tot die huis 
verkry het.

“Daar was geen tekens van 
geforseerde toegang nie en die alarm 

het ook nie afgegaan nie,” beweer ’n 
bron.

Poole het verlede Dinsdag in die 
Caledon-hof skuldig gepleit op die 
aanklagte van huisbraak en diefstal.

Die saak is uitgestel en hy bly in 
aanhouding tot sy volgende 
verskyning. 

Alle aanklagte teen ’n tweede 
verdagte is teruggetrek nadat Poole 
skuld beken het.

Sentences for abalone syndicate intended as deterrent for others
A Hawston man is one of four sentenced 
to a combined jail term of 127 years for 
their involvement in abalone smuggling.

According to Hawks spokesperson 
Captain Lloyd Ramovha, the sentence is 
believed to be a record in sentencing for 
abalone-related crimes.

On Tuesday, the Khayelitsha Priority 
Crimes Court sentenced Abri Bucchianeri 
of Hawston to 38 years’ behind bars, of 
which he will effectively serve 23, for his 
involvement in the syndicate. Co-accused 
Cecil George Kruger was sentenced to 38 
years, of which he will effectively serve 
18, Sean Kruger 38, serving 23, and 
Busonbenkosi Matera 13 years, effectively 

to serve 10. The company used to export 
the abalone, Virdon Trading CC, received 
a R400 000 fine. 

A Chinese national, the fifth accused in
the case, is serving a five-year jail term, 
after entering into a plea agreement with 
the state in 2012. The group’s illegal 
operations were brought to an end when 
the Hawks pounced on their Vredenburg 
and Table View premises in a search-and-
seizure operation in July 2010, resulting 
in their arrest. About 98 981 units of 
abalone valued at approximately 
R20 million and various items of 
equipment was seized. Further 
investigations culminated in two 

containers being shipped back from 
China. The men were convicted on 
charges under the Prevention of 
Organised Crime Act (POCA) relating to 
exporting abalone, processing abalone, 
possession of abalone, fraud and money 
laundering.

According to Ramovha, the heavy 
sentences serve as a boost to the Hawks’ 
endeavours to get rid of syndicates that 
continue to plunder the country’s 
precious living marine resources.

“We welcome the sentences and hope 
they will deter those who are considering 
dealing in abalone to think twice about 
it,” he said.
